Topic 1

'The comity that exists between the courts and politicians in the UK would be put at risk if the Supreme Court were to refuse to give effect to a provision in an Act of Parliament on the ground that it is contrary to the rule of law. If the government refused to obey a court order in such circumstances on the ground that it is undemocratic, there is nothing the courts could do to enforce their order. This is the pragmatic reason why the courts uphold, and should continue to uphold, the doctrine of parliamentary legislative supremacy'. Discuss.
